RUSSIAN STUDENTS AND TEACHERS – AN OVERVIEW OF THE INBOUND DELEGATION
Ten Russian high school students and two teachers (serving as chaperones) will form the Inbound Delegation of the Archangel High School Exchange.  The students will range in age from 14 to 16 and are the American equivalent of juniors and seniors.  All 10 students attend English specialty schools in Archangel so will have been studying English since elementary school.  They will have an exceptional level of oral and written language proficiency and will be from among the strongest students in their class.  The two chaperones accompanying the students will mostly likely be English language teachers.  The individual members of the Inbound Delegation have not yet been selected, so, it is not possible at this time to provide specific details about individual members of the Delegation.

CRITERIA TO KEEP IN MIND WHEN CONSIDERING HOSTING A STUDENT OR TEACHER

1. The host family must maintain the ideals of the Archangel Committee: to promote friendship and understanding between the peoples of Greater Portland, Maine and Archangel, Russia.  The exchange should be a learning and sharing experience for all participants.  The host family must be able to serve as an example from which the Russian students (10) and chaperones (two teachers) will derive an understanding of American people, their national character and culture.

2. The Russian students and teachers will ideally be placed in a variety of home environments so as to give them a broad understanding of American families.

3. The host family must be able to commit to hosting their Russian student or teacher for three weeks, including two weeks of school and one week of April vacation.  The family must provide a home-base for their student or teacher for the full four-week program, although the Russians will travel independently from their host families for one week.

4. The host family must involve their student or teacher in family life and activities as well as participate in activities, as much as possible, offered by the host school.

5. The host family must provide adequate living, study and sleep areas for their student: their own bedroom or shared room with one other occupant.  Teachers must have their own bedroom.

6. The host family must be able to provide transportation to and from school and all school and exchange-related activities.

7. The host family must provide all meals for their student or teacher, including lunch on school days, unless lunch is provided by the host school.

8. If hosting a student, the host family must have a teenager in the family who is interested in adopting the role of “host brother or sister.”

9. The host family must have a responsible family member or responsible adult at home after school.

10.  The host family must help in the development and execution of the host school’s program as need by the host school.  They are also expected, as much as possible, to join in the fundraising process necessary to support the cost of the exchange.
